Musical perspectives of Artistic Research

Artistic Research – the scientific fertilisation of aesthetic proce-
dures or the artistic negotiation of discursive processes – is also 
increasingly taking place at German universities and colleges. 
So far, Artistic Research has been carried out thematically, me-
thodologically and discursively across artistic disciplines. If this 
hybrid approach is to be understood programmatically on the 
one hand, its specific characteristics are still underexposed with 
regard to the individual arts and their research. This main sym-
posium will then focus on the potentials and perspectives of    
Artistic Research from and on musicology and neighbouring dis-
ciplines: hence ›Acoustic Research‹. The focus is on the explora-
tion of transfer achievements and collaborations between musi-
cology/sound studies and music /acoustic arts – which will be 
explored by short-circuiting artistic and scientific perspectives 
and ways of listening to central fields of »…discourse of ›Acoustic 
Research‹ in the 21st century«.
